County Councillor leuan Jones reported that the disabled parking bays in Crescent Road were
awaiting Police approval. He said that the Tennis Pavilion was to be demolished as it was in a
dangerous condition. Consideration was being given to having a steel demountable structure as
a temporary solution .As far as access across neighbouring plots to the community garden was
concerned, CCC had asked one owner to consider putting some of the land for sale.
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He informed the meeting that he, the County Clir for Llandovery and half of the County CllIrs
from Ammanford had voted against the increased car parking charges. He was hopeful that their
lobby could effect a reconsideration by CCC.
